     The C-4’s. 1983 - 1996. 
 

A completely new design! In 1983, forty-four, Corvettes were built, but none to the 

general public. All were tested for engineering evaluation and crashed tested, except 

for one White Coupe that remains at the National Corvette Museum in Kentucky. 

 

1984. 

This new Corvette featured aluminum which was used in the chassis and suspension. 

Fiber glass and plastic leaf springs (front and rear) along with the aluminum chassis 

and suspension made the Corvette lighter. Rack and pinion steering appeared for the 

first time. A new Gator-Backed tire design made handling much easier. The new body 

style came with a one-piece roof panel, hatch-back rear window, and a clam shell hood 

that made engine access easier. The new interior had more head room with electronic 

instruments which became standard equipment. All 350 cubic inch engines were 250 

horsepower with automatic transmissions. But a new Doug Nash 4+3, 4-speed, became 

available later in production. This was the last year for the cross fire injection system.  

 

1986. 

After 10 years of production, the convertible top was BACK! Other changes were a 

roof-mounted rear-centered brake light, with ABS (Anti-lock Brake System), and an 

electronic resistor embedded in the key for anti-theft. A genuine fuel injected engine, 

which was introduced in 1985, and redesigned aluminum heads, increased horse power 

to 230.  

 

Collectors Note: 1987 - 1991 B2Ks 

During 1987, a twin turbo Callaway 345 horse power engine could be ordered, but was 

not factory installed. With overdrive gearing,  these Corvettes could reach speeds up to 

170+ MPH. From 1987 - 1991 five hundred and nine (509) Callaway Corvettes were 

ordered.  

 

1989. 

A new 6-speed transmission appeared, which replaced the 4+3 manual Doug Nash. The 

new 17-inch wheel design allowed more air to the brakes. A selective ride system (tour, 

sport and performance) was also new.  

 

1990. 

Up to this point the exterior remained basically the same. The interior was redesigned 

with a new dashboard and a glove box! Air bags appeared for the first time. Engine 

horse power was increased to 240.  

 

1990 - 1995 King Of The Hill.  

A long awaited ZR-1 option appeared for the first time. ZR-1’s included an all-

aluminum four over-head cam, 4 valve per cylinder Lotus-Chevrolet, which was de-

signed and assembled by Mercury Marine in Oklahoma. This was known as the LT-5. A 

375 horse power engine only appeared during the years of 1990 - 1992, and 405 horse 

power appeared in 1993 - 1995. A 6-speed manual was the only type of transmission avail-

able. An interior power key could switch the horse power from “normal 200” to “power 

setting” of 375. The tail lights on ZR-1 were square with rounded corners, instead of the 

total round tail lights (a tradition since 1963).  

 

1991. 

Style changes to the exterior included, wrap-around turn signal, auxiliary lamp, and corner-

ing lamp side markers. The ZR-1 style rear panel with the squared tail lights became stan-

dard. The wheels had a turban style look. Engine horse power increased to 245. This was 

the last year for the Callaway twin turbo.  

 

1993. 

The exterior remained unchanged. Standard engine became the LT-1, 300 horse power that 

was introduced in 1992. A 40th Anniversary package was optional which included Ruby 

Red metallic paint and special wheel centered trim and emblems. All leather sports seats 

had 40th Anniversary embroidery in the head rests.  

 

1996. The last year for the C-4 generation. 
Base engine remained the LT-1 but a new LT-4 330 horse power engine was optional with 

manual transmission only. A collector’s edition was available for 1996, which included 

Sebring Silver paint exterior and 1994 5-spoke ZR-1 type wheels. Special badges on the 

nose and front fender and a Collector’s Edition embroidery on the seats. 

 

One thousand special Grand Sport Corvettes were built. All were painted Admiral Blue 

with a white stripe and two red stripes above the left front wheel. All coupes had rear 

fender flares because of the 11-inch wider tires. Only 190 convertibles were build with no 

fender flares because of the standard 9.5 inch tires. This option was a tribute to the 1963 

series Racing Corvettes. 

 

By this time of year, all of your Corvettes should be tucked away. Hope you enjoy the C-

4’s and had a wonderful Christmas. In the next newsletter I’ll be covering the C-5’s.
